Proposal for Dealing with Resolutions at the County Convention

1.  Resolutions are proposed and approved at the annual precinct meetings. Guidelines:

· It is suggested they be limited to 250 words, deal with one subject, and have a short title and the author’s name. 
· Unorganized precincts may not submit resolutions. 
· All approved resolutions must be forwarded within five days to the County Office in electronic format, with the precinct report and the names of the precinct’s convention delegates.  

2.  The chair will appoint a Resolutions Committee which will meet to filter the submitted resolutions, combine similar resolutions, correct the grammar and spelling, etc.
3.  The resolutions will be posted on the web site and at Democratic headquarters so the delegates can read them.

4.  Before the county convention, there will be a meeting of the Resolutions Committee open to all delegates where all resolutions will be considered.  
· All delegates who attend will be appointed to the Resolutions Committee. 
· The meeting will start at 1PM and last until all resolutions have been considered.

· Resolutions receiving a majority vote for approval will be forwarded to the county convention with a positive recommendation.  Resolutions not receiving a majority vote for approval will be forwarded to the convention with a negative recommendation.
· If the vote for approval is not unanimous, those in favor will prepare a brief argument in support, those opposed will prepare a brief argument in opposition.
· The resolutions receiving a favorable recommendation will be prioritized.

6.  All resolutions recommended by the Resolutions Committee will be: 
· Posted to the web site and at Democratic Headquarters with the arguments for and against so that all the delegates can read them.

· Presented to the County Convention in priority order for an up or down vote.  
· There will be no opportunity for debate or amendment. In the event the county convention wants to consider any positively or negatively recommended resolution in more detail than a simple up/down vote, it has the power to do so by agreeing to suspend the rules.
7.  All resolutions approved by the county convention will be forwarded to the district convention along with the priority they were assigned.
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
